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HISTORY

Hokkaido Museum of Literature opened on September 22, 1995 in
Nakajima Park, close to the heart of Sapparo.

The origin of the museum goes back to the exhibition
"Literature in Hokkaido" held in 1966. The great success of
the exhibition gave birth to Hokkaido Literature Museum Organization,
which promoted literature in Hokkaido by collecting a variety
of literary materials related to Hokkaido and holding exhibitions
and lectures for the citizens. In 1977, a small part of an old
court house in Odori Park was offered as a museum to the
organization. With the expanding activities of the museum and
wide support from so many people, an independent and larger
museum was needed to accommodate the vast amount of
literary materials and further promote literature in Hokkaido.
Hokkaido Literature Museum Organization turned into Hokkaido Literature
Museum Foundation with financial aid from public sectors and
private companies in 1988, and this foundation has been

entrusted management of the museum since its establishment.
